Ballot Issues:

Manager’s Report:

2009 Issues:

· Speed Limit signs were installed

· Speed bumps were not useful and will not be used this next summer

· Firewise work was completed last July

· Sanitary Survey completed last July

· Insurance carrier was changed with a $5000/year savings

· Cattle in Edelweiss was a problem in the fall. Range laws release the cattle owner and Forest Service from responsibility.  Landowner needs to fence the cattle out of their property.

· New cattle gates were installed

· Upper meadow was seeded but it has been very slow to sprout.  The rain at this time should help.  Weed control will be applied this summer.

2010 Issues:

· Booster pump line will be replaced if the special assessment is approved.  Dick stated that he considers this a very important project to take care of this year before winter weather comes.

· Lignin application last year was successful.  It will be applied again this year to the same section of roads.  It will not be applied until some time in June after the spring rains.  Rain will wash the lignin making it less useful.  It was applied in May in 2009.  

· Cattle Fencing  material was provided by the Forest Service.  It has been used to extend fencing in an area that never had any fencing and to strengthen existing fencing. 

· Cattle will go on the range June 1st. Please keep gates closed and remove plywood from cattle guards.
· Lucky 5 logging operation is currently on hold but when it resumes Obey sign on E Fawn Creek road

· Edelweiss new post office box is 846

· Leaking water line in campground has been replaced
· Campground pump house will be repaired this summer
Old business - none raised

New business - a request was noted for additional clean-up of the area around the campground building and the shop.


